Draft by-law: Water Protection

At the last meeting, the council presented a draft by-law concerning its desire to maintain water
quality on the territory. Invasive species are a real threat. The Council therefore wishes to
reinforce protection measures.

This project proposes that each user must hold an access permit issued by the Municipality, or
wash the watercraft (motor, trailer and accessories) at a washing station, before launching a
watercraft (utility, motorized or non-motorized).

The Council undertakes to consult the various associations and committees. A draft borrowing
by-law has been submitted for the acquisition and installation of a washing station. This expense
would be levied annually during the term of the loan on owners of properties within the tax basin.
