PUBLIC CONSULTATION ON BY-LAW NUMBER AMENDING THE C ONDITIONAL USAGE BY-LAW 

 
 
PUBLIC NOTICE is hereby given that the Municipal Council of the Township of Wentworth at a regular 
meeting held on March 1st, 2010 adopted a proposed by-law entitled “Draft By-Law Number 104, By-Law 
Amending the Conditional Usages By-Law”.  A public consultation meeting will be held on April 6th, 2010 
at 6:00 p.m. at the Wentworth Community Centre situated at 86 Louisa Road in Wentworth. 
 
During this meeting, the Mayor or another designated member of Council will explain the proposed by-law 
and the consequences thereof and hear the persons who wish to express themselves concerning this 
subject. 
 
The object of this By-Law is to amend the Conditional Usage By-Law to: 
 

� Rescind the “Single Dwelling” definition; 

� Rescind the “Single Dwelling” usage in Zone Vi-15-1; 

� Modify the procedure to obtain authorization of a conditional usage; 

� Rescind the applicable criteria for the “Sigle Dwelling” usage
